Review and acceptance of minutes of previous meeting

The previous meeting minutes was accepted by all participants.
Sustainable Development of Water Resources, Water Supply and Environmental Sanitation

Ms.Tran Thi Kieu Hanh, ChildFund’s Watsan Program Manager had a chance to attend the 32nd WEDC International Conference in Sri Lanka, named “Sustainable Development of Water Resources, Water Supply and Environmental Sanitation”, in November, 2006. She would like to share some information gained from the workshop. (Please find attachment the presentation).
In the conference, Vietnamese delegation just participated as observer. It is hoped that in the coming workshops, Vietnam will contribute  presentations or papers to the workshops. A joint team could prepare a Vietnamese paper. The next conference  will be held in Ghana in 2007. The announcement of conference  is released very early to call for papers. Ms. Hanh also lent NGO-RC one book and two CDs with all documents and photos from the conference for reference. There is some information  relevant to and can be applied in Vietnam. She also suggested the participants to visit http://wedc.lboro.ac.uk/index.php for further information.
Working Group Directory Update
The original INGO Reference Document is in the process of being updated to include government agencies, bilateral and multilateral agencies, banks, and INGOs. UNICEF agreed to fund this update. In 2006, a consultant was hired to work on the directory. Now, these materials are sent to Rural Water Supply and Sanitation Partnership (RWSSP) for finalization and publication with Unicef financing. . The final product is expected to finish in few months.  
The Canadian Centre for Affordable Water and Sanitation Technology (CAWST) training in household water treatment (HWT)
In December 2006, the Centre for Affordable Water and Sanitation Technology (CAWST) had sent an email regarding their interest in delivering training in household water treatment in Vietnam in early 2007. CAWST believes the introduction of BioSand Filters and other HWT technologies is a timely and effective way to bring portable water to those in need. And they wanted to find an organization to host the training.

After reading through the emails, participants had discussed whether Vietnam needs such training. Almost participants agreed that Vietnam should have training on household water treatment but for different methods, not only Biosand Filter. In addition, water treatment is not the only item needed in Vietnam; Vietnamese people should be informed about other relating issues such as storage of treated water.  It was agreed that the working group should host a workshop on water filters and related practices, with several NGOs expressing their interest in sharing best practices currently being applied in Vietnam.
